During the past year, we successfully organized
six workshops and seminars to equip students
with practical industry knowledge and emerging
technical skills. The series began with a workshop
by the Gigabyte team from Taiwan, where
students explored advancements in Al powered
laptops and learned how embedded Al is shaping
the future of personal computing. We also hosted
two sessions with Qyrus, covering smarter and
faster methods to validate product prototypes,
followed by a hands-on technical walkthrough to
help participants get started with the platform.
An AWS workshop introduced students to cloud
computing fundamentals and industry best
practices. In collaboration with MLH, we
conducted a workshop on Git and GitHub,
enabling students to build strong version control
and collaborative development skills. Finally, the
Al Impact Pre Event Summit brought together
students to discuss the transformative role of
artificial intelligence across industries, inspiring
them to explore innovation and real world
applications of Al.

hackCBS 8.0, the flagship hackathon of
Kronos, was successfully organized on 8t-9t
November as one of the largest student run
hackathons in the country. The event
witnessed over 5,400 registrations from
students across India, with 500 participants
from more than 350 colleges with a prize pool
of $220,000+ attending the 24 hour offline
hackathon. Participants collaborated in teams
to develop innovative solutions across
multiple technology domains while receiving
guidance from experienced mentors and
industry professionals. The event featured
technical workshops, mentoring sessions,
project evaluations, networking
opportunities, and exciting sponsor
activations. Backed by leading industry
partners including Base44, Qyrus, Gigabyte,
Brave, Devfolio, MLH, Google Cloud,
MongoDB, DigitalOcean, and several others,
hackCBS 8.0 provided students with access to
cutting edge technologies and career
opportunities. Beyond coding, the event
fostered collaboration, innovation, and
entrepreneurship, creating an ecosystem
where aspiring developers, designers, and
builders could learn, network, and transform
their ideas into impactful solutions.
